Currently however, the students from Aero Lab do not graduate with a pilot’s license or an A&P
license. We could help students continue after graduation to acquire a license if we had a scholarship or grant
program.

Foundation, the EAA is not only helping to
get young people involved in aviation
but helping to educate them and assisting them in flying. Mark Hyatt has been in touch with the EAA and their
representative for the Ray Foundation. They are asking Mark why EAA Chapter 72 hasn’t been applying for grants.
One reason is because we haven’t had a member willing to step up and take this on. Second, the grants require
matching funds, and we haven’t been in a very good position to do that. This is just another reason why the raffle of
the Rans S-19 is so important. The EAA has grown from 36 members in 1953 to over 200,000 members today. And
like the EAA, Chapter 72 has grown to be so much more than it was in 1966 when Bruce McCombs and a few others
started it. Chapters must grow, or they become stagnant and fade away. Chapter 72 has grown from a few members
in 1966 to well over 100. We have grown in numbers, but not so much in programs. VMC/IMC is one of the few
clubs we do have, thanks to Richard Martin who pretty much started the club on his own, because he wanted the
Chapter to have it. And to Lee Heitman who has truly been a blessing to the Y/E program. Lee came to us
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through Aero Lab, and now, also through Aero Lab there is a future member who wants to be the scholarship and
grant fund person. Like Lee, she is one of these people who just says, “show me what to do and get out of my way.”
Her name is Sara Hurley and her daughter, Ella, is in one of Aero Lab’s classes. Not to say that we don’t have our
own members who have stepped up, because we do. There is Esther, who is the “Kitchen Boss” and George Sciss
who has stepped in to take over the BBQ grill and Robert Latham who is heading up the raffle committee. The future
of the chapter is bright.

Our next meeting is on the 21 at 11:00 AM and the speaker will be our SR-71 pilot member Pat Halloran.
