Bad Hints for Home Builders

There a many sources for how to build an airplane
correctly.

To
solve the problem | have gone back to the original
plan of hiding drills around the garage so that |
cannot find the wrong one.

Unfortunately | still take out more rivets than |
put in. | modified a C clamp with a pin for
pushing out rivets.
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| finished the metal cutting and bending part;
now | am in the painting business. This
provides me with another excuse to go off on a
tangent. Here | have modified a toy rock
tumbler to mix my paint. True, a stick could be
used to stir the paint but this method takes
longer and produces the same results.

I therefore
decided that I was going to hold my breath.
