The Mighty Eighth: The Air 

War in Europe as Told by the

In the skies of World War II Europe, the 

Eighth Air Force was a defining factor in turn-

ing the tide against the Nazis. In these grip-

ping oral histories, the sacrifice, savagery, and 

supremacy of the “Mighty Eighth” is described by those who experi-

enced it...and survived it.

Launching a then-

groundbreaking campaign of daylight bombing runs, the men of the 

Eighth would suffer more casualties than the entire Marine Corps in the 

Pacific theater. But they would also prove to be the most effective weap-

on against the enemy, taking out strategic targets such as munitions 

plants and factories that were vital to the German war effort and grind-

ing them to a halt. In The Mighty Eighth, the men who fought in the 

greatest air war in human history tell their stories of courage and cama-

raderie as only those who were there can tell them.
