I look forward to supporting the 
EAA theme of introducing more 
youth to aviation at a local level.  All 
of this will require volunteers from 
our members and planning from our 
leadership team.  We wrote a plan 
for 2020 which included many of 
the activities listed above, and we 
will take another look at it for the 
coming year.
