On Sunday evening, EAA hosted a Chapter Leaders Corn Roast to
celebrate the grand opening of the pavilion. Nearly 450 chapter
leaders from around the world packed into the pavilion to enjoy
fresh, roasted sweet corn, brats, and hot dogs. Jack J. Pelton,
EAA CEO and chairman of the board, spoke at the event,
highlighting that the Camp Scholler Chapters Pavilion will become
an important part of the EAA convention grounds. Ray and Penny
Bowman, EAA lifetime members from EAA Chapter 106 near Boston,
Massachusetts, supported the pavilion through a gracious donation
and were on-hand to cut the ribbon at the pavilion’s opening
breakfast.
Once OSHKOSH was under way,
multiple chapters had the
opportunity to host their own
pancake breakfasts. In addition to EAA Chapter 38, Chapter 25 of
Lakeville, Minnesota; Chapter 983 of Granbury, Texas Chapter 572 of
Fond du Lac, Wisconsin; and Chapter 237 of Blaine, Minnesota, each
sold more than 300 breakfasts and earned roughly $1,500 for their
efforts.

“I can’t believe it took a week to
build this. That was wonderful.”
