Club Participation in EAA Golden West
The Marysville Air show and fly-in was eye opening for several reasons.

On the positive side, our club responded well to the call for volunteers to take-on
responsibility to coordinate the UL smaller LSA activity at the show. We had a total of 9
volunteers and 12 of us showed up at Marysville during the 3-day event. Since coming to
Marysville involved a 2-hour drive or 1-1/2 hour flight, and since most of us were there
for more than 1-day, this turn-out was exceptional. Thanks to all those who volunteered.

Also on the positive side was the air show (although smaller than in past years) including
a practice Reno type race, the forums (e.g., classes about Rotax engines, aircraft
construction, etc.), and vendors, who were ready to provide answers about their
equipment and planes. We also enjoyed hearing from the pilot who flew Spaceship 1. He
gave a talk on Saturday evening. It’s nice to hear a “regular guy” describe how he piloted
a space ship.

On the negative side was a small UL/LSA turn-out (probably due to prior year’'s
indifference to ULs) and the outright lies told about the support we were to receive from
show management. Because of these lies this club probably will probably not volunteer
at future GW events.

LSA Aircraft for Sale
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Since Les’s wife says he can’t have two planes, it is with regret he plans to sell the
Challenger Il long wing airplane, N116MG. The plane was completed Oct. 2005 & has
been continuously hangered. The airframe & Rotax 503 engine has 215-total hours and
meticulous maintenance records.

Extras include: Grand Rapids Electronic EIS (Engine Instrument System), 1150# BRS
chute, fiberglass main gear with tundra tires, hydraulic breaks, hinged easy-access nose
cone, upholstered seat, Hacman mixture control altitude compensation (tested at
11,000+-feet), auxiliary fuel pump, full cover (never used), spring dampened nose gear,
belly bag in-flight storage, Superflite paint, and more.
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A great plane to own (note camera mounted left side of cockpit).

Several of our UL and GA members participated and had a
good time in the past; this is a good opportunity to get up-close and personal with the
local elk.

He can carry some of our
gear in order to free up room for passengers, to lighten airplane loads, or to enable
single seaters to join the event.
