EAA AirVenture Safety Protocols Last 
updated March 16, 2021.  

• EAA members now have the option to receive admissions credentials including wristbands in advance 

through our Express Arrival program. This is offered at no extra charge when you purchase your tickets 

online and eliminates the need to go to an admissions building.  
• Masks will be strongly recommended if you are unable to social distance (roughly 6 feet or 2 meters).  
• Proof of COVID vaccine will not be required to attend.  
• International visitation is dependent on current international travel regulations and mandates in the U.S.  

and individual countries of residence.  
• Increased physical distancing will be encouraged in all areas.  
• EAA is adding significant numbers of sanitizing facilities and working with industry-leading companies 

for continual disinfection throughout the grounds.  
• Theater in the Woods, forums pavilions, and other outdoor venues will operate with reduced seating 

capacity, with social distancing opportunities on the open grounds at that location.  
• There will be fewer exhibitors in each indoor exhibit building, creating more walkways and separation 

between exhibitors. Additional venues on the grounds are being re-purposed to accommodate indoor 

exhibitors that are moved this year.  
• Wherever possible, ventilation will be increased in tents and indoor facilities.  
• Several annual events where physical distancing is not possible will not be held this year, including the 

Monday night concert; the Young Eagles, EAA Lifetime Member, and International Visitors dinners; the 

Runway 5K run/walk; the WomenVenture social, and large corporate events and receptions.  
• High-demand forums and presentations will be scheduled more than once to accommodate demand 

while allowing for distancing.

March 11, 2021 – On Wednesday, the EAA Advocacy and Safety team and the leadership of the EAA 

Aeromedical Advisory Council met with the new Federal Air Surgeon, Dr. Susan Northrup, and her senior 

medical staff.  

Dr. Northrup and her husband are active general aviation pilots and own both a North American Harvard and a 

Stearman. Prior to assuming her role as Federal Air Surgeon, Dr. Northrup was the Southeast Regional Flight 

Surgeon, based in Atlanta.  

Dr. Northrup, along with Deputy Federal Air Surgeon Dr. Brett Wyrick, has been pursuing a policy of openness 

with the aviation community, conducting listening sessions and regular check-ins. At Wednesday's meeting, the 

FAA staff detailed several initiatives designed to make medical certification easier, faster, and less stressful for 

applicants.  

There are many reforms and policy changes needed in medical certification, and EAA will continue to 

proactively champion the concerns of our members. Our volunteer Aeromedical Advisory Council led the way 

on the creation of the Conditions an AME Can Issue (CACI) program and rollback of the original sleep apnea 

screening policy, and we are excited to work together to achieve more aeromedical policy improvements in the 

future.

IAC Announces National Aerobatics Day  

March 11, 2021 – The skill, beauty, and excitement of aerobatic flight will be celebrated on Saturday, June 26, 

during the inaugural National Aerobatics Day, as announced by Jim Bourke, President of the International 

Aerobatics Club (IAC).  

"National Aerobatics Day is the perfect day to host an aerobatic camp, a BBQ, a practice session, or to share 

videos of aerobatic activity online," Bourke said. "With over 40 chapters nationwide and two international 

chapters, IAC members will be organizing these types of activities and others to engage the public and general 

aviation pilots in aerobatics."  

IAC has established National Aerobatics Day as the fourth Saturday in June each year. It will highlight the 

dedicated pilots who fly these precision maneuvers as well as the ground support teams that make it possible.  

Greg Principato, President and CEO of the National Aeronautic Association, enthusiastically stated: "Aerobatics 

thrill. They also inspire. And there is no telling to what heights that inspiration will take someone!"  

Originally developed as evasive maneuvers during World War I, aerobatics is a proven discipline that builds 

confidence and improves pilot proficiency. The loops, rolls, hammerheads, and lomcevaks are examples of 

precision flying at its finest, and most fun!  

"There are few things in life and nothing else in aviation that are as joyful and liberating as flying aerobatics," 

said John Cudahy, President of the International Council of Air Shows. "And the idea of devoting one day each 

year to celebrating aerobatics is brilliant."  

The IAC exists to promote the safety and enjoyment of this great sport — what better way to celebrate than to 

set aside a special day to recognize the aerobatic community, and engage in sharing a passion that too few get 

to experience?

I’m reaching out to EAA Chapter Presidents in the hope that you might help us spread the word on our Vans 

RV-12 raffle with the proceeds benefitting our scholarships drive.  

We are a small Aviation museum in South Central Texas, and a 501(c)3 non profit organization, and utilize 

antique aircraft to teach kids any of the aviation trades, from becoming a Pilot, Engineer, or A&P Mechanic. 

The museum arose from the realization that kids in our area had little or no exposure to Aviation, and a grass 

roots effort arose to create the museum, which morphed into the non-profit organization.  At no expense to 

them, the kids learn in a J-3 Cub, and after soloing that, transition into a Grumman Traveler for their PPL. So 

far, we’ve been pleased with our graduates, at present we have 5 kids in various Aviation Colleges (not too 

bad for a town of 2600 population) who will hopefully continue on into various aviation fields. In addition to 

their flight training, most kids here have flown the Stearman, TravelAir, etc. If they are so motivated, we teach 

them welding, woodwork, and the other skill sets that go into restoration and maintenance.     

The RV12 we are raffling was built by a friend and supporter of the museum, Milton Weikel, who was a 

lifetime member of the EAA and hadn’t  missed the annual EAA Fly In in Oshkosh, and before, when it first 

began in Rockford, IL,  ever... not one. Milton built the airplane to completion, flew it about 5 hours, and then 

began building a “Legal Eagle” when he was stricken with a rare form of cancer and passed. He had a passion 

for aviation that was just boundless, and was always eager to help the kids. He was a powerful motivating 

force here, and missed. We painted the aircraft and are at present finishing the certification flights. We will 

send the aircraft to a Vans specialist to have all the Service Letters complied with immediately prior to the 

drawing. The airplane is essentially a brand new aircraft, and beautifully constructed (Milton was an engineer 

by profession and education, and the craftsmanship is just beautiful) We are going to use the  proceeds of the 

raffle benefit our ongoing “Kids in Aviation” scholarships and allow us to begin a new crop of young pilots and 

mechanics, and will bare the name “The Weikel Scholarship in ...”, and will be offered in Engineering, Aviation 

and A&P Mechanics. In addition to the airplane, several more prizes are offered and have been sponsored by 

some great aviation companies like David Clark, Sporty’s, Aircraft Tool and Supply, and Garmin. I’m continuing 

to add prizes as the raffle continues.
