The mystery aircraft to the left is an artistic concept of a blended-wing 

body (BWB) aircraft. In August 2023, JetZero was selected by the U.S. 

Air Force to build a demonstrator aircraft with a BWB design. JetZero’s 

BWB will be a full-scale demonstrator, as the program’s solicitation 

specifically called out applications for tanking, cargo and even 

commercial tasks.  

“There’s a real potential in this technology to help increase fuel efficiency significantly,” said Air Force 

Secretary Frank Kendall.
