She reminded us to check 

the Conditions section of your insurance contract carefully and make sure you have liability coverage sub-limits 

on a “per passenger” basis, not “per person”.  We also learned the best way to reduce the cost of your aircraft 

insurance is to fly frequently; underwriters want pilots who keep their skills sharp.  Sandy’s aviation insurance
