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July 2022 Safety Tip submitted by Dale Knuth
Don’t Get Caught By Surprise

We all have them “surprises” the unexpected when flying. It’s our response or
delayed responses to the unexpected that can kill you.

Some examples of unexpected events during flight that could crop up and cause
an emergency (or an accident, if it is not managed properly) include:

- Partial/full loss of power on takeoff

- Landing gear extension/retraction failure

- Bird strike

- Cabin door opening

- Control problem/failure

- Autopilot/GPS malfunction

Loss of control is a common factor in the event of the unexpected. In some cas-
es, pilot skill and experience has not prevented the loss of control and the result
was a fatal accident. These “surprises” may have otherwise been a successful

outcome with practice.

So how do you prepare for the “surprise” or the unexpected event?

Be vigilant in your preparation before takeoff. Run these and other events
through your mind. Practice what you will do with the actual action or say it out
loud. You don’t need to be in an airplane. You can event practice these situa-
tions at home while sitting in you chair, known as chair flying or use a flight sim-
ulator.

The discipline of planning for both positive and negative outcomes is one of the
most essential elements in the mysterious mix that makes up the “right stuff” to
be a pilot. For a good pilot, that right stuff includes solid training, regular prac-
tice, and the discipline to strive for proficiency and perfection on every flight. It
includes understanding your aircraft’s systems — how they work, how they fail,
and how those failures could affect other systems or controls. And as a good
friend and mentor of mine always says “Don’t forget to fly the airplane, worry
about the rest of the stuff once you are on the ground”
