Wedgetail AEW1). In April 2022, the United States Air Force announced that the
E-7 will be replacing the E-3 beginning in 2027.

UNITED STATES On 26 April 2022, the U.S. Air Force announced that the E
-7 would replace the E-3 as it "is the only platform capable of meeting the re-
quirements for the Defense Department’s tactical battle management, command
and control and moving target indication capabilities within the timeframe need-
ed. The contract was awarded in 2023, and will be followed by a final produc-
tion decision in 2025 with the first USAF E-7 entering service in 2027. As of 28
February 2023, Boeing is currently under a $1.2 billion Undefinitized Contract
Action to develop two new US-specific variants of the E-7.

C-FIT: LOSS OF AHRS IN FLT CONTROLLED FLIGHT INTO TERRAIN-LOSS OF AT-
TITUDE HEADING REFERENCE SYSTEM

This accident is where loss of vacuum (older planes) or loss of attitude display
(newer planes) causes the pilot to have very little pitch and bank information, or in some
cases none at all. The old school name for this was called partial panel flying and IFR
rated pilots received training and check ride evaluation on their ability to fly while under
IMC (real or simulated) conditions with loss of Attitude, Heading reference System
(AHRS) In later model more advanced aircraft there is an actual unit called the AHRS
hardware that generates gyroscopic information that is then sent to the display. In elec-
tronic aircraft, either the AHRS unit or the display itself could fail while in IMC conditions,
and require the pilot to be able to fly and navigate on remaining data.

SOLUTION: In today’s electronic world, numerous affordable options are available
that will give both navigation and basic ADI information to the pilot. The non AHRS port-
able devices use GPS data to generate cockpit instrumentation that show basic primary
flight instruments. The AHRS based portable electronic instruments use an actual porta-
ble AHRS unit to generate this information and send it to the portable device. You may
have seen these devices sitting on the glare shield of some airplanes in the last few
years. Get with your CFl or best safety pilot and practice flight under a view limiting de-
vice by sole reference to a portable device for all information. This takes some time to
get used to, so practice this often. Then review. You will improve.

In addition to the Air Force Reserve, MSPJARS is the home of the Minnesota Air Na-
tional Guard's 133d Airlift Wing (133 AW). Like the 934 AW, the 133 AW also utilizes
the C-130 Hercules, augmenting the active-duty Air Force with tactical airlift of
troops, cargo, and medical patients anywhere in the world. Additionally, the 133 AW
is prepared to support the State of Minnesota with troops capable of assisting in a
disaster or other emergencies as directed by the Governor of Minnesota. There are
five major units in the 133 AW: Headquarters Group; Maintenance Group; Operations
Group; Medical Group; and Mission Support Group.
