September Meeting Minutes

Our September 2010 meeting began with the Pledge,
Dave Doherty presiding.

Don gave the Treasurer’s report, including checking and
savings accounts. We’ve received our check for the B-17
event, approximately $1300. We’re estimating around
$3000 made on the July 4 event. Please note that there
are still cases of leftover soda, and since they have expi-
ration dates, we’ll be selling them to members at cost.

Next we recognized new members and visitors. Frank
McGee hails from nearby West Alton and got the flying
bug about a month ago. Matt Green and his grandfather
George sat in, Matt is just starting out in aviation. Rob
Connell just got his license from St. Charles Flying Ser-
vice and is a Chapter 64 member. He’s visiting local
chapters and is working on a tandem Fly Baby.

Tracy’s still on board with our clean water plan. We’re
still looking at pricing. Jim Hann will chair a committee
for getting the trench dug. We’ll need to look into per-
mits and check with local utilities.

We had planned to raise the flagpole manually after the
meeting, though Bill Wehmeyer suggested that we bor-
row the man-lift from the airport. This will take place
later in the week. We’ll use some existing lights and fix-
tures for night illumination for the time being.

The Dohertys moved the compressor closer to the electri-
cal box to reduce the cost of running a 220-volt line.
Chapter members can take care of running the line and
conduit over to the box. That way we’ll only need to pay
a licensed electrician to make the actual hook-up.

Bill Doherty is contacting local venues for our holiday
party. Since Ron Hightower will be speaking we’ve de-
cided that a more formal setting would be appropriate.
Keep in mind that this will make our party somewhat
more expensive than usual; we estimate $25 per person
versus the $15 we’ve charged in the past.

For new business we discussed Young Eagles. As Jim
Bower pointed out this is our primary point of contact
with the non-aviation public. We’re looking at ways to
defray the cost of the program. We’ll have a YE event in
conjunction with the Open House on 9/24 and 9/25. Bill
Jagust is rounding up pilots.
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We discussed a donation to the CAF for their participa-
tion in the B-17 event. It costs about $800 just to fly the
B-25 over to Spirit. We had a motion, second, and voted
to donate $200.

Regarding the open house, Bill has all the address labels
ready, Dave Doherty will prep and send the mail to local
EAA members. We’d also like to have planes and proj-
ects present for displays. Please come out and show off
your work.

Don Dobherty is dealing with Ernie’s models. With Al
Rivera’s and Jim Hann’s help he’s going to sort the stuff.
A prior plan to work on 10/9 conflicts with the upcoming
open house at Wick’s, so they’ll reschedule.

Rob Burnett has food cards if you’re interested.
