Meet your pilot
The pilots who participate in the Young Eagles program

are local members of EAA who are volunteering their
time and aircraft to make your flight possible. Each
Young Eagles pilot is certificated with the Federal
Aviation Administration or Transport Canada. Flights
are conducted according to federal regulations and no
aerobatic maneuvers will be performed.

What will my preflight be like?

The parts of an airplane

A. FUSELAGE: The body of the airplane that includes
the cockpit, where you and the pilot sit.

B. WINGS: These help create lift.
C. AILERONS: These help turn the airplane right or left.
D. FLAPS: These help the airplane fly slowly for landing.

E. ENGINE/PROPELLER: The engine turns the propeller,
which in turn pushes or pulls the airplane through the sky.

F. TAIL: The “shark’s fin" at the back of the airplane.
G. RUDDER: This helps the airplane’s nose move left or right.
H. ELEVATOR: This helps the airplane’s nose move up or down.
