It is time to submit names of prospective
candidates to attend any of the three categories of EAA Air
Academy camps listed below for the 2008 sessions. If you
know of a young person who you feel is a good candidate
for our Chapter 54 to sponsor, send their name and con-
tact information to dave-becker@comcast.net by March
24, 2008. Chapter 54 sponsorship means that our Chap-
ter 54 will pay for the remainder of the tuition after the par-
ents pay for the deposit. Deposit amounts are $100 for
Young Eagles camp, $150 for Basic camp, and $200 for
Advanced camp. If we get more youths than we can com-
fortably sponsor, we will have a selection process to select
the number we can. We pay for this sponsorship by using
one dollar Young Eagle credits for all kids flown by pilots
who have flown 10 or more kids during the previous year
and the remainder comes from our bank account.

The EAA Air Academy is an exciting aviation
summer camp for young people, and takes place at EAA’s
Headquarters in Oshkosh, WI.
