4. My development program was cancelled by the
government before | went into production. This happened
on what was called “Black Friday”. This was a highly
political decision that is still extensively argued to this day.

5. Cancellation of this project put 29,500 people out of work
within 2 weeks and was the basis for the eventual demise
of the aircraft manufacturer less than 5 years later after 53
years of extremely successful designs and manufacturing.
