Not only do we have the chance to host an event
on Thursday, March 15 as a fundraiser, we can also help
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represent General Aviation to the nearly 15,000 people who will attend the event each
day by volunteering and by sharing information at our tent! Phaedra Childers is the
event coordinator and a chapter member. She could use our help.

Sun’n Fun will be March 27 through April 1, and we usually have several chapter
members who make their way to Lakeland Linder (KLAL) for this amazing gathering of
aviation enthusiasts, performers and service providers.

We will once again partner with Skyline Columbus for International Learn to Fly
Day on May 19. Sometimes referred to as “Bald Eagles” or “Old Eagles” day, it is a
day when we take adults up for an introductory flight and share our passion for avia-
tion. Unlike Young Eagles rallies, we have seen almost immediate responses from
ILTFD. Last year, at least three of our guests started lessons within a few months after
flying with us — and we added several members to our chapter. EAA will probably
launch what they’re calling their “Eagle Flight” program in time for this, and we already
have Steve Culpepper in place to organize our effort in that direction.

The summer is an open toy bin of opportunities for fly-outs and fly-ins and, of course,
there’s Airventure in Oshkosh July 23 through 29. We have the opportunity —
and, in fact an obligation — to make the most of what we’ve earned through Young Ea-
gles. (Did you know we earn credits from EAA for each Young Eagle we fly?) For 2011,
our total number of points should allow us to send at least one, and possibly two,
youngsters to Air Academy Young Eagles Camp in Oshkosh. We’ll talk about this at our
January meeting.

More than anything, for 2012, I'd like to see us keep up our momentum. Let’s keep
sharing the spirit of aviation with all who will listen.

We have so much to offer through our airport, our location and our many generous
chapter members. What good is a new year? What good is a newborn baby? It is up to
us.

The line-up for this year’s air show will be:
Team RV, the largest aerobatic formation
team in the world; Greg Connell in his radial powered Pitts Model 12; Gary Ward in his
MX2; Mark Sorenson Airborne Comedy; F-18 Demonstration Team; V-22 Osprey
Demonstration Team; Naval Aviation Legacy Flight; Sky Soldiers Helicopter Demon-
stration Team; Glory Days Jet Dragster and Stearman Group. Plus flying demonstra-
tions by current and historic military aircraft, civilian and military aircraft and vehicles
on display, airplane and helicopter rides, a military encampment experience, hands-on
weapons simulators, a children’s carnival and great food.

The line-up of performers and static dis-
plays falls into several “Xtreme” catego-
ries, according to 2012 Marketing Chair,
Ernie Kelly.
