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So long, George… 
 
 It was supposed to be 
a party.  Flightways Colum-
bus was having its third 
birthday party and Susan 
and I arrived right at the 
start to be sure we didn’t 
miss anything.  I greeted 
Demo with a hearty hand-
shake and some remark 
about his being all dressed 
up, and he said, “You haven’t 
heard, have you?  There’s 

been an incident on the field.  It’s George.  Looks bad.” 
 
It was bad.  We lost George Wade on August 18, 2012.  His 
Focke Wulf replica – his retirement present to himself – de-
veloped engine trouble on takeoff and he crashed trying to 
get it back to a runway. 
 
As I write this less than 12 hours after the crash, I’m strug-
gling with what to say.  I’ve spoken to many people who 
knew him.  Read the Facebook posts.  Asked all the obvious 
questions to God and even to George:  “Why George?  He 
was one of the good guys!” and “What happened, George?  
What were you thinking?”  No answers from either. 
 
Of all things spoken and written about him, one thing has 
been consistent:  No one has bad memories of George.  He 
was a skilled pilot.  An intuitive instructor.  An outspoken 
supporter of his causes.  Generous friend to all, particularly 
children.  And the only guy I knew who still sported a pony 
tail and made it look good. 
 
He was a very active volunteer with EAA 677 during the Air 
Show and with Young Eagles.  Only two things would keep 
him from taking part in whatever crazy activity we had go-
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ing on:  A paying job or his family.  Not 
necessarily in that order.  He loved his 
family.  He was active in his church.  He 
has even been associated with some 
stealthy gardening in the park near his 
house that turned a rectangle of rocks 
back into a cross. 
 
He also 
loved flying, 
and his pas-
sion was 
contagious.  
It was fun to 
be around 
George and 
listen to 
him tell you 
(or anyone 
else) about 
the right 
way to do 
things – in a 
plane or on 
the ground 
– while he 
wagged a 
cup of cof-
fee at you to 
emphasize his point. 
 
While losing George is a tragedy for so 
many people, particularly his family, we 
should honor his memory in a way that 
would make him proud.  I am confident 
he would not want a lot of sad faces and 
people questioning the safety of flying.  
He’d tell us, I’m sure, flying is a risky 

thing; the trick is to minimize the risks 
and maximize the fun. 
 
So while EAA 677 plans to remember 
George in a tangible way by loving and 
supporting his family in this time of loss 
and in the years to come, we would 

honor him 
most power-
fully by shar-
ing what he 
loved (not 
most, but way 
up there), and 
turning out in 
good num-
bers to fly our 
Young Eagles 
the last Satur-
day of every 
month.  Even 
if you only 
p a r t i c i p a t e 
one time, do 
it that one 
t ime for 
George. 
 
  

You know George would be there if he 
could.  He just got a better offer.  Now 
he’s flying where he never again has to 
worry about weather, fuel, or having an 
idiot for a student.  This particular idiot 
can’t wait to fly with him again.
