On Sunday, June 25, EAA Chapter 878 members

residential fly-in community located north of
LaCrosse, Wisconsin and purchased a hangar door.

As reported from past discussions at our chapter
meetings, the chapter was deciding whether to
purchase or build a door for our newly acquired
hangar at Maple Lake. Tim Bond found an
appropriately sized door listed on Craig’s List and
contacted the owners, Patrick and Becky
Brockman, who were remodeling an existing

hangar and planning a residential addition. Thus The door prior to being disassembled and removed from
their hangar door became “excess inventory” and its Holland Air Park hangar.

Patrick and Becky are members of EAA Chapter

and that we are a 501(c)(3) organization,
Patrick and Becky agreed to adjust their asking
price from $2500 to $1000 (and take a
charitable contribution tax deduction).
