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Harrison Ford once remarked that he loved flying, in part, because he was just a
number. Corporate America these days excels at reducing our lives, aspirations and
experiences to just a number. But when he flew, he was just good ol' Three Five
Echo (or whatever his N-number at the time was) was. He was not Han Solo. He was
not Indiana Jones. He was not even Harrison Ford, he was just “Three Five Echo.”
While this gives us a certain amount of anonymity, it can and certainly should
encourage the professionalism that we all aspire to. Even in the mistakes he
made—most notably when he landed on the taxiway at Orange County Airport—he
still kept that professionalism! Poor guy! He got the requisite phone number and
called almost immediately! Everyone makes mistakes! Unfortunately, Ford lost the
anonymity when his phone call was leaked onto YouTube. But that call IS instructive.
He handled it perfectly, even calling himself a "schmuck" for landing on the taxiway.
He was humble, teachable, and | must admit to enjoying hearing the FAA guys on the
phone when they realized who they were talking to!

We come to aviation with a bewilderingly broad collection of backgrounds.
Some are ex (or current) military. Some are ex (or current) airline pilots. Some have
flown from decks of carriers. Some have broken the sound barrier; some have
applied bug-killing chemicals to plants. A great number of you have even built your
own airplanes. Some are in the process of just that. Every section of aviation has its
own strengths, and yes, its weaknesses. Ask a C-5 pilot to fly a Pitts and it will likely
get ugly. Ask an airline pilot to file his own flight plan and negotiate with flight
service when the tower is closed. Ask a Light Sport pilot to do the ILS PRM into San
Francisco on a dark and stormy night.

We have such a great opportunity to learn from each other. And, to be honest,
this is something | think we do fairly well. | am impressed by this chapter's internal
cohesion. And this is something | hope to encourage. We should be able to learn
from each other. We should feel that our ideas and contributions are valuable | think
we all want this chapter to grow and for us to keep learning. K
