The last time I saw a carbon arc 

search light in operation was at 

a Clark gas station “grand 

opening”. When is the last time 

you saw a Clark station? This 

fuel store was not trying to 

track enemy aircraft; they 

wanted to attract curious driv-

ers. After following the ex-

tremely brilliant shaft of light 

the assumption was – “Fill’er 

up.”  When is the last time you 

bought gasoline at 32 cents per 

gallon? 

Two carbon rods, one posi-

tively charged the other nega-

tively, and ignited by 150 amps 

produced 80,000,000 candle 

power. That is a fairly bright 

light; they had a beam visibility 

of 28-35 miles. The first carbon 

arc light was built for use at the 

1893 World’s Fair in Chicago, 

not trying to attract fuel cus-

tomers. 

Fast  forward to WWII, ten 

thousand carbon arc search 

lights were manufactured by 

General Electric and sent to 

Europe. My research staff tells 

me they priced out at $60,000 

per copy and required 13 peo-

ple to operate according to 

military specs. I wonder how 

those two guys at the Clark 

station managed.
