On a recent afternoon |
noticed Dr. Burt’s car parked
outside of Rick Coe’s hangar
so | stopped in to get that
story. He was relaxing with
a sandwich as | greeted him
with a “Doctor Sullenberger,
I presume?” Doc said he has
been getting a lot of “Sully”
greetings recently. He relived
the water landing in detail as
we talked. What should have
been a routine switching
from an empty tank to a full
one failed, reason to still be
determined.  Too low to
make it on to the airport
plateau, he had no choice but
to assume a nose-high
attitude and ease it on to the
water. Glenn said those big
wheels almost wanted to roll
on the surface but finally
sank and the engine and prop
gently settled into the water.
