You know those baseball style 

caps given by vendors at 

AirVenture or at fly-ins or at 

“Bass Pro” stores; the caps 

that all have that cloth covered 

knob at dead center on top? I 

call it a beanie button, which 

seems to be a target every 

time you bump your head. 

If that bump approaches what 

might be called impact, it 

hurts. That beanie button is 

also annoying when you put on 

your “David Clarks”. Here is 

the fix and tools required: 

common pliers or a flat blade 

screw driver. The instructions 

match the complexity of the 

tools, just crush the metal cap 

of the beanie button, then pick 

it off with the screw driver or 

pry it off with the screw driver. 

Don’t forget to remove the 

little one/three prong plate 

inside your cap. 

Your flying hat should now be 

more comfortable and will not 

fall apart without the beanie 

button. I don’t claim this to be 

original thinking and the idea 

was thought to be important 

enough to make into the EAA 

helpful hints video library.
