R45 Mystery Solved

None of my
inquiries helped me identify Ma-
jor Gilbert.

Back home, two minutes on my
computer and | was armed with a
phone number of the La Pointe
town hall. Bingo! It was almost
like the town secretary was wait-
ing for me to call.

R45 now carries the memorial
name of Major Gilbert, a WWII B-
24 pilot. Gordon Gilbert, born
1919, on Madeline Island, en-
tered the Army Air Weather Ser-
vice in 1940. After being commis-
sioned in 1942, Gilbert trained in
heavy bomber school. Based in
China, Major Gilbert flew 125
bombardment missions over the
Burma hump. He finished his
military career as a Squadron
Commander in Italy.

Gilbert died young at age 42, but
his heroics and bravery contin-
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ued right up to the time of his
death.

Somewhere in a library or book
store there must be a book docu-
menting Major Gilbert’s life and
service to our country and his
community; I'll be
- looking.

Laser Pointer Mischief

It ain’t mischief! Sta-
tistically laser illumina-
tions which affect
aviators have dropped
12% since 2015. In
2018, pilots were re-
porting 18.5 laser flashes nightly.
However, one FAA official has
stated that a 12% drop may not
be accurate; some pilots have
just stopped reporting these
events.
