If someone is
hurt, if there is substantial
damage to the airplane, flight
control malfunction, pilot or
flight crew is injured, fire, colli-
sion in flight, damage to prop-
erty of $25,000 or more, loss of
information on glass cockpit
instruments, loss of prop, over-
due aircraft. Demands immedi-
ate notification with a report
filed within 10 days of incident
or accident.
