At AirVenture, you can’t miss
this same paint scheme on
many War Birds representing
the D-day assault, June 1944,
What was the function of the
two alternating black and
white stripes? Yup, painting
top and bottom surfaces of
the wings of aircraft support-
ing the Normandy Invasion
helped indentify  allied
Friendlies in flight.
Transponder signal identifica-
tion was available at the time
of the invasion but, because
of the overwhelming number
of aircraft, not all airplanes
could be equipped. Black and
white stripes proved to be
most practical.
