As military air crews head
toward the Persian Gulf to
protect American interests
in the world, ultraighters
are being given a second
chance to demonstrate re-
sponsible flying for fun. If
there was ever a time to
register as a pilot in an
FAA-recognized ultralight
training program, it is now.
Today - Thursday, Septem-
ber 20th, a historic day -
ultralighters have unique
operational privileges not
even available to some of
our General Aviation breth-
ren. As most of the ul-
tralight exemptions are
training related, it is fortu-
nate FAA has clarified the
NOTAM dlowing flight
instruction. Now, we must
go the extra step to assure

FAA, our fellow aviators,
and the public that we are
knowledgeable, proficient
pilots who respect the regu-
lations and airspace in
which we operate. Keen
eyes will be watching and
waiting for an opportunity
to find fault with our tre-
mendous freedoms under
Part 103. They will come
from a number of sources
inside and outside the avia-
tion community. They will
look for ways to use any
error in what we do (an &-
cident, flying into con-
trolled airspace without
permission, etc.) as a rea
son why we should not
have been given back our
freedom to fly. Each of us,
individualy, is responsible
for maintaining a new level
