A Powered Parachute Extravaganza

Imagine 125 powered para-
chutes in the air all at one
time. Powrachute of Colum-
bus, Kansas, calls its annual
fall powered parachute fly-in
an extravaganza, and that’s
not an exaggeration! From
September 19-22, Powra-
chute hosted about 10,000
powered parachute and pow-
ered paragliding pilots, en-
thusiasts, and spectators
from throughout North
America on a Bermuda grass
pasture just east of Colum-
bus . Three hundred thirty-
two powered parachutes and
powered paragliders were
registered onsite during the
four-day event.

The highlight of the week-

end occurred

on  Saturday
morning, Sep-
tember 21,
whenthegath- -
ering set a .. -* =
new Guinness

World Record

for having the

most powered

parachutes in

the air at one time. Besting
their 2001 world record of
launching 82 machinesin 21
minutes, this year’s gather-
ing launched 118 machines
in the 30-minute record win-
dow allotted to the event. In
total, 125 powered para-
chutes took to the skies in
34:16, with multi-colored
machines and airfoils visible

for miles. To say the least, it
was a spectacular sight!

The weekend also provided
an opportunity for powered
parachute pilots and enthusi-
aststo learn more about their
sport, with seminars pre-
sented on a number of top-
ics.

It's Tech tip time again! |
apologize for taking the
summer off, however it was
a great summer for flying
and the need to fly like abird
surpassed my need to sit at a
computer and type!

| have decided to pass along
this months tip after Bob
Payzer mentioned | should
print this one. | had just
conmpleted a great night of
flying with friends and ro-
ticed that there was a lot of
commotion in the hanger
next to mine. It seems that
Bob’s new Rans on floats is
home and there were a
swarm of people looking it
over and working on the en-
gine. It was determined that
Bob needed a new intake

manifold boot as his old one
had somehow been damaged
in the building process. His
new manifolds had arrived
and it turned out that the
sealing “O” rings between
the boot and intake manifold
would no longer fit inside of
it'sgroove. It appeared to be
much too large? How can
that be Bob asked? Well
here is the skinny and the tip
of the month.

Rotax engines use many
“O” rings in their construc-
tion rather than old-
fashioned gaskets. This en-
sures a precise no leak, and
no need to retorque, seal
wherever they are used.
However these “O” rings are
either a Neoprene or
Flouride type of rubber,
these materials have a ten-
dency to “grow” or “swell”
as soon as any hydrocarbon
touches their surfaces. This
means any fuels, oils, or sol-
vents, and even antifreeze

dias Pyro Bill, flew his
pyrotechnically enhanced
red, white, and blue Powra-
chute in an impressive dis-
play of pyrotechnics and
fireworks combined. It was a
weekend of activities that
attendees will no doubt talk
about for weeks to come!

can cause them to swell up.
They tend to absorb the lig-
uid and will no longer fit its
desired location. What ever
you do, do not attempt to
shorten the “O” ring by cut-
ting it and re-gluing it.
There is a very simple reso-
lution to this situation.
Simply lay the offending
“QO” ring on alow temp, sta-
ble heat source such as a
heat shield from a trouble
lamp and the “O” ring will
dry out and shrink before
your eyes! It will fit like a
glove with no need to keep
the UPS man busy one-day
airing parts across the coun-
try.

Hope this months tip helps
someone some day, and next
month | will give you agreat
story and some tips on how
to rebuild your Mikuni vac-
uum operated fuel pump.
