How many pioneer pilots got

their first taste of flying in a Cu-

tiss Jenny? Elrey Borge Jeppeson

was one of them. At age 14, four

dollars and ten minutes later
"Jep" was hooked.

Sounding just like
many of his contem-
poraries, at age 18 he
joined a flying circus
and very quickly
earned enough flying
~ time to get an air-
- plane off the ground.
" Of course his first
~ purchase was a JN-4.

As a pilot for hire he
- flew airmail routes

and aerial surveys for
Fairchild. Pilots of the day de-
pended on Rand McNally road
maps , IFR ( | fly railroads) and
other landmarks. Elrey Borge
Jeppeson is the father of modern
navigation charts.

By maintaining meticulous notes
on his flying routes and collecting
phone numbers of farmers will-
ing to give him weather condi-
tions, Jeppeson began producing
charts desirable to other pilots.
His aerial navigation chart busi-
ness firmed up in 1934 and the
rest is history.
