Amphibious LSA  
Dilemma Solved 

The FAA recently issued 

a final rule to fix two lin-

gering light-sport aircraft 

(LSA) certification issues. 

The new regulatory 

change allows special-

LSA (S-LSA) certification 

of amphibious aircraft 

with retractable landing 

gear. That means that 

ready-to-fly amphibious 

aircraft may now be 

manufactured and flown 

as S-LSA.  The regula-

tory change also allows 

sport pilots to retract 

those gear in flight. The 

maximum takeoff weight 

of lighter-than-air LSA 

was increased from an 

unworkable 660 pounds 

to 1,320 pounds in this 

rule change, making de-
