GPS 2018

With our must have gizmos
and apparatus, one has to ask
what does not have a GPS
application or  function?
Global Position System tech-
nology first caught our atten-
tion back in Operation Desert
Storm, 1991.

What do
you want to say and what is
the appropriate language?

Be alert for sounds. Your ra-
dio may be malfunctioning if
you do not hear anything.
Could be a stuck mike or vol-
ume too low, or on the wrong
frequency. Remember, you
have two eyes, look outside, a
radio is not required at non-
towered fields. What to say —
keep it short and sweet and
talk normally. Make initial call
from 10 miles out. Five miles
with runway intent. Some
input from members on inci-
dents and suggestions for
making radio easier.

Check your pattern altitudes
— 600" AGL to 1,000’AGL com-
mon. Military /Multiengine/
Turbine can be 2,500° AGL.
Enter at a level flight. On de-
parting — make a 450 turn to
left or right, depending on
left or right pattern at a safe
altitude.
