that went by that he didn't
say the word "airplane."

Paul Poberezny came from
humble beginnings, yet he
created one of the world
largest aviation
organizations
and emerged as
one of the 20th g
century's greatest
aviation leaders,
creating a
worldwide
aviation
organization and’
the world's:
largest annual fly
-in event, EAA
AirVenture in
Oshkosh,
Wisconsin.

He died on
August 22, 2013,
in Oshkosh after
a career that
spanned  more
than 70 years of
flight at the
controls of more
than 500
different types of
aircraft.

In  January 1953, he
organized about three
dozen aircraft builders and
restorers in a local
Milwaukee,
Wisconsin, club
that was named
t h e
Experimental
Aircraft
Association.
