Here is the January VMC Club question, courtesy of John Myers. We will discuss this during the
Sunday meeting:

In the Pilot/Controller Glossary PCG R-6, runway heading is defined as “The magnetic
direction that corresponds with the runway centerline extended, not the painted runway
number. When cleared to <maintain runway heading,> pilots are expected to fly or maintain
the heading that corresponds with the extended centerline of the departure runway. Drift
correction shall not be applied. Would you apply the same rule when the tower is closed or at
the non-towered airport?
