It was a busy day at the airport and it took awhile before I was able to  
live the dream every homebuilder strives for:  My aircra��  was airborne!

Unfortunately the exulta�=on didn't last.  As he accelerated out of the  
pa�#ern and climbed to test al�=tude, Dave reported a vibra�=on and that he 
was returning to land.  He landed safely a��er only ßying for Þve minutes.

The vibra�=on was a buzz that began at 140 knots and got stronger at 
160 knots.  I surmised that it may be either the upper intersec�=on 
fairings or the canopy skirt, neither of which Þt as well as I had 
hoped.  We removed the cowling and inspec�=on engine; a few oil 
drops and a loose dips�=ck tube were discovered.  I �=ghtened the  
dips�=ck tube and secured it with fresh safety wire, then applied  
aluminum tape around the upper intersec�=on fairings in the hope 
that would cure the problem.



A��er a short break, Dave revised his test cards and saddled up for the 
second test ßight. 

He reported that the vibra�=on was s�=ll there and it was deÞnitely the 
canopy.  It would begin at precisely 139 knots and would increase un�=l 
becoming severe at 160 knots.  No point in con�=nuing, since engine 
break�:in required high power se�� ngs and higher speeds.  Dave did the 
low speed por�=ons of the test cards and returned to base a��er another 
25 minutes of ßight. 

We discussed the situa�=on in depth and reached the following conclusions:  Aside from the vibra�=on, the aircra��  ßew perfectly.  The rigging seemed  
absolutely true; it required no aileron trim, elevator trim or rudder trim and the engine seems very happy.  Dave assured me that it was an excellent  
airplane that I should be proud of and it would be a delight to ßy, but the vibra�=on had to be addressed before it should be ßown again.  It would appear 
that the gaps in the skirt just happen to be in the correct shape and loca�=ons that will allow the airßow to induce ßu�#er similar to the reed of a woodwind 
instrument.  There are a few ways to treat this issue; seal the gaps, s�=��en the skirts or reshape them.  There would be no Þrst ßight for me tomorrow... but 
that's ok.  The airplane ßies Þne; the vibra�=on caused no damage aside from some clear coat scu�� ng and Dave brought it home safely.  There was s�=ll  
reason to celebrate, so we drank a toast.  Dave doesn't drink alcohol and Steve had more ßying to do, so Dave had his own ßavored water, Steve tried  
Vernor's Ginger Ale for the Þrst �=me and I sipped a wee dram of Dalwhinnie Single Malt Scotch that I'd been saving for the occasion �: only one, because I 
had to drive later.  They departed at 6:00 p.m. and I lingered at the hangar, savoring the moment un�=l sunset. 



I headed home with all my gear and beverages, and Amy and I drank 
a toast to my Þrst ßight and to the memory of her brother�:in�:law; a 
good and honorable man who will be dearly missed.

So I guess I was premature about that dearth of material 
for the newsle�#er.  There's more work to be done, and s�=ll 
my Þrst ßight in my Falsi�:Fighter, so stay tuned!
