Our guest speaker shared his cautionary tale of "Don't
Do What I Did..Learn from My Mistakes". Joel Hargis
told us of incurring dangerous weather conditions during
a flight home in his aircraft from Illinois to Florida. He
encountered icing conditions including the freezing of
the pitot and consequently did not have an airspeed
indicator. In addition, he thought he could fly above
the "weather” , but was socked in up to 8000". He was
able o “thaw out" and land safely eventually, but the
"take away" lessons he shared with us were: Don't have
the "Must Get There" Syndrome; Don't Panic, & Aviate,
Navigate, & Communicate. The seasoned pilots and even
the non pilots at the meeting, appreciated his candor.

Nearly 80 members came to hear Joel Hargis'
presentation.

(Inside) Pattern or enter pattern with a crosswind entry during the Fly-In. Jeff Tensfeldt
Do not overfly airport at less than 1,600 MSL. Contact advisory for active

runway. Only enter pattern at mid-field over golf course with a 45-degree 910-585-1011
entry from the west. Right-hand traffic for Runway 18. Fly downwind
over the N/S 4-lane highway at 1,100’ MSL. Fixed gear and tail dragger
aircraft may exit the runway to the parallel object free area immediately
west of the westerly runway lights. Other aircraft should exit at a paved
taxiway intersection and taxi on paved taxiway to parking. Follow
directions from parking advisors.

Departure: Contact advisory for active runway. If Runway 36 is active, taxi
to departure end via the paved taxiway. Point your tail away from houses 7221 SE 85th Ln
before runup. Depart at best rate of climb and turn to NW heading after Ocala FL 34472
reaching a safe altitude and before crossing trees and railroad tracks. If )

departing area, climb to a minimum of 1,100’ MSL before turning on Kent Leeward: 352-213-4000
course and avoid traffic pattern.
