      BasicMed expansion  
Federal law recognizes the safety of the program by and for GA pilots  

November 14, 2024 By AOPA Government Affairs staff 

The expansion of BasicMed privileges included in the 2024 FAA Reauthorization Act of 2024 is 

now in full effect as of November 12. 

Under the new law signed May 16, pilots may now use BasicMed privileges to fly aircraft 

weighing up to 12,500 pounds and certified to carry up to seven occupants. The previous 

aircraft weight limitation was 6,000 pounds, with certification for up to six occupants.

Tom Black, one of EAA 382 Young Eagle pilots who also helps with ground crew and 
photography, wrote the attached article about the importance of ramp safety (following the 
tragic accident near Wichita, Kansas last month). 
 
Ramp Safety for Young Eagles 
 
A fatal accident in October 2024 near Wichita, Kansas involving a photographer backing into a spinning 
propeller (https://www.usatoday.com/story/news/nation/2024/10/29/photographer-amanda-
gallagher-dies-wichita-kansas-plane-propeller/75911214007/) reminds us of the importance of ramp 
safety for Young Eagles rallies.  My local EAA Chapter (382) located at the Lewis A. Jackson Greene 
County Airport (KGDK) near Xenia, Ohio takes ramp safety VERY seriously.  In the interest of sharing best 
practices, here is what we do. 
 
In addition to the Young Eagles volunteer pilots, we have an equally large contingent of ground crew 
(most of whom are also pilots).  The primary responsibility of the ground crew is ramp safety.  Pilots and 
ground crew brief together at the start of each Young Eagle rally, as shown in this photo.

Much of the briefing discusses ramp safety.  Ramp access is tightly controlled.  Direct access to the ramp 
from the airport’s lounge is blocked by a temporary rope or tape barrier.  Anyone going to the ramp 
(and airplanes) from the lounge must pass through an area where the ground crew in safety vests are 
standing by. 

 

 
 
Pilots are allowed to escort Young Eagles not accompanied by family or friends to and from their 
airplane.  However, if family or friends want to go out to the airplane with the pilot and Young Eagle, 
they have to pick up an escort while proceeding through the escort area.  The escort has ONE PRIMARY 
JOB: ramp safety, particularly keeping people away from propellers.  Escorts are briefed that when the 
pilot and Young Eagle put on their seat belts it is time to escort family and friends back to the waiting 
area under the canopies or to the lounge. 
 



 
 
If the parent and friends want to go out to the airplane at the end of their Young Eagle's flight, an escort 
must accompany them out and back (but only after the propeller has stopped).  The escorts watch for 
other ramp traffic. 
 
When dealing with people who are distracted or are unfamiliar with airplanes and ramp operations, 
controlled ramp access and trained escorts are a tremendous asset.  This is particularly true for special 
events (like Young Eagle rallies) or special operations.  We constantly critique ourselves to ensure we are 
taking every precaution for the ramp safety of our Young Eagle rallies.  Perhaps there are some Best 
Practices in our operation which you could add to your operation.

Spins Do Not Have to Be Deadly- Loss of Control Is the Leading Causal 

Factor of Aviation Accidents 

Stall / Spin Awareness and Recovery 

The idea of an airplane spinning may be one of the most terrifying things to  

a pilot. While spins are very dangerous and often end very poorly for pilots  

who accidentally get themselves into a spin, they are actually at their core,  

very gentle and low stress maneuvers. Given the danger involved in not  

recovering promptly at the first sign of a spin, it is a good idea to get some  

thorough training both on the ground and in the air on how to best recover  

and recognize the signs a spin is about to occur.
