a. Here’s what I have sorted so far:

i. AN Bolts: 3-4, 4-5, 5-10, 6-20 thru 3-11, 4-56, 5-60, 6-60

ii. no fewer than 8 of each when considered in groups of 3/16, ie 4-16, 4-17, 4-
18 is a group.

iii. AN stop nuts, nylon inserts, AN stop nuts, Metal, AN castle nuts High and
low profile, and AN plain nuts in all sizes

iiii. AN machine bolts, 8, & 10 - 32 lengths 4 through about 60

v. AN machine nuts nylock mostly

vi. A good variety of plain and lock washers

vii. [if you need a few nuts, bolts, washers it's probably available -- that's the
majority of the collection]



viii. A lot of standard rivets, and blind rivet nuts and many sizes.

ix. Some Cherry and blind rivets (not pop rivets)

x. Several specialty bolts such as hex head or close tolerance
