Rick asked me if I would run this story about his airplane and its connection to a local young lady named
Rachael Glantz, via her grandmother. Randy Spurr is also involved in this tale. I first quote from one of
Randy’s emails:

Randy: Rachael works at Brindle Haus Brewing Company, a craft brewery in Spencerport. She was very
close with her grandmother, Mary Anne Glantz, who passed away in 2011, and was good friends with my
mother.

Rick: Rachael wasted no time contacting me after she got the green light from Randy. The first thing she
asked was did I have pictures of her grandma’s plane, and if I did, could I send them to her (who doesn’t have
pictures of their plane?) I don’t remember who told her the plane was at Genesee County Airport, but when
she found out she was amazed the plane was so close by.

When she called, it was a perfect “flying day”, so after I gave her info about the plane, I asked if she wanted to
go and see the plane and maybe get a flight in. Se declined because she already had plans to have tattoos of the
plane and her grandmother’s likeness put on her arms (see attached photos). We made plans for a couple of
weeks out when she could bring her dad to see grandma’s plane, too.

Arrival day...I met them at the airport gate, and then we drove over to my hangar. I had planned to have the
plane outside so when they came around the end of the hangar that was the first thing they saw. So much for
drama. Time got away from me, so grandma’s airplane stayed inside, which was not a bad thing. My hangar is
relatively new and I try to keep it clean, so when I let them in, the overhead LED lights came on and lit up her
grandma’s plane. I don’t remember if WOW came out of Rachael’s mouth, but I'm going to go with it.
Needless to say, Rachael and her dad were really pleased I was taking such good care of her grandma’s plane.
