Jim has signed up to help out and work with
Steve at the Livermore AOPA Fly-in next
month, Friday & Saturday (21%, 22" of
June).

So, with some luck and hard work,
Placerville may soon satisfy the needed
alternative for flying.

Weight & Balance

Feeling a little cramped in the cockpit? I know
what you’re thinking. After attempting to wriggle
into those summer clothes: it’s been a long
winter! Maybe you are planning the first cross
country of the year and are looking for food ideas
that travel well and are packed with the right kind
of sugars and proteins to keep you alert. We
would never put the wrong fuel in our planes but
often forget to refuel ourselves properly!

After years of back packing in the wilderness and
many long legs in a Mooney to Idaho, Montana,
and Alaska with my dad, I have discovered that
the recipe below covers all those bases. You can

customize this to
your liking which I
do all the time
especially if [ am out
of something or want
to substitute for e

variety. With all due Johnson Creek, ID

credit, a very good
friend shared this recipe with me and then I
tweaked it. No regulations here! Note: this recipe
is just sticky enough it won't explode in the
cockpit but doesn 't require a napkin. I wrap each
one individually for convenience.

Survival Bars

Preheat Oven 325F. Lightly grease 9x15” pan. Bake 25-30 minutes until golden brown.

WET ingredients - Mix together separately in a medium bowl  (about 3-3 %2 Cups)

% C Olive oil

1 C Maple syrup or sugar free syrup

2 Eggs

1 C Applesauce or jam/jelly/fruit sauce

DRY ingredients — Mix together separately in large bowl

2 C Quick Oats

1 C Chopped Almonds
1 C Chopped Walnuts

1 C Sunflower seeds

1 C Shredded coconut

1 tsp. of cinnamon or allspice

Pour WET into DRY mixture and mix together thoroughly with a spatula. Then spread and flatten into

greased 9x15” pan,

Bake for 25-30 minutes at 325F. Let cool completely. Cut to desired size and enjoy!

STORAGE — On a counter 6 days. Refrigerate 3 weeks. Freeze 6 months.

1 % C Whole wheat flour (for gluten free use coconut flour, or almond flour)

1 C Dried fruit (cranberries, blueberries, apricots, pineapple, dates)
1 % C Chopped dark chocolate chips - my favorite ingredient! (for gluten free use carob chips)

(about 10 Cups)
