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MINNEAPOLIS CLASS B AIRSPACE

The FAA has been working on revising the Minneapolis
Class B airspace since early in 2000. Key timelines and
events that have occurred are:

1. On October 30, 2000, the FAA announced two infor-
mal public meetings on the proposed expansion - those
meetings were held on January 9 and January 13,
2001.

2. On March 7, 2001, EAA submitted it's comments on
the proposal, and among other items requested a VFR
transition corridor be established along a north/south
line from Airlake airport (LVN) to the Gopher VORTAC
(GEP).

3. The public meetings and EAA comments were the
catalyst for the formation of an Ad Hoc Committee that
was formed by the Minnesota DOT, Office of Aeronau-
tics. The committee was comprised of representatives
from EAA, Minnesota Soaring Clubs, International Aero-
batics Club (IAC), and other aviation organizations and
concerned individuals. The committee held two meet-
ings - May 14, 2002 and June 25, 2002. Two of the
committees recommendations - raise the floor of the
proposed Area E from 6,000 feet to 7,000 feet, and not
to cancel existing waivers for aerobatic boxes, were ac-
cepted by the FAA.

4. On November 24, 2003, the FAA published another
request for public comments to a revised proposal. This
proposal included many of the changes that came di-
rectly from public comments and the work of the Ad Hoc
Committee.

The deadline for comments was January 23, 2004.

5. On July 29, 2005, the FAA issued a revised proposal

A
proposal was made to create a standing Young
Eagle day — for example, the 2" Saturday of the
month. That might make it easier to have pilots
on hand, we could let interested young people
know that they could come on that day. It could
be announced in the local papers. Look for more
information from Dave on this.

Jill Wall from Farnsworth Elementary School de-
livered a presentation demonstrating her aviation
program for the first through sixth grade children.
Last year we donated $1000.00 to be used to-
ward scholarships for children attending a special
air academy session at OskKosh. 36 children
were able to make the trip, the cost is $125.00
per child. Scholarships are provided, but each
child must contribute something as well. Jill read
an account written by one of the boys, he de-
scribed it as a “fantastic trip”, “the best experi-
ence of my life” and “The teachers at aviation
camp are nice, they are not boring at all!”.

At Farnsworth the 5™ and 6™ grade children com-
plete 7 weeks of ground school in order to earn
the right to fly the simulators. The top two kids
(on the written test) win an actual first flight pro-
vided by one of the FBOs. Jill went on to de-
scribe the activities that each grade level gets to
participate in. Sounds like a wonderful program
and certainly in line with our mandate to support
activities in the community.

A motion was made that EAA Chapter 54 provide
an annual donation to the program. Discussion
centered on whether to commit to a set amount
or to have an education committee decide on an
amount each year based on our ability to contrib-
ute. By unanimous voice vote it was agreed that
a committee would set the amount of the contri-
bution each year. The meeting was adjourned.

The November meeting was called to order by
the president at 7:30. Three visitors attended in-
cluding Colin Bevin from Kindersley Saskatche-
wan.

Reports from the Chairs:

Education: Ground school will be held starting in
February. Classes will meet on Monday and
Thursday nights at the Chapter house. Thirteen
students is an average enroliment.

Young Eagles: No events are scheduled for the
nears future, but there is a group of about 40 boy
scouts who want flights in the spring. They would
like to have a pre-flight hangar tour and discus-
sion about aviation.

Housing: Shingles have blown off in the recent
winds. A group will need to climb up and assess
the situation in the spring — shingle repair and
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glue-down would be the objective. We will begin
planning a budget and work process for installing
a picnic table and tress for a public viewing area
near the Mac building. We do need to establish a
budget and a plan. Discussion included renting a
mixer (concrete, framing for the pad, picnic table
selection and tree selection. Early estimate is for
a cost of $500. Dale Seitzer agreed to develop a
preliminary proposal for the board to consider.
Dave Fiebiger will discuss the project with Greg
and investigate where power and gas lines are
located.

Programs: Our December Speaker will be talk-
ing about a survival story — should be quite inter-
esting!

Publicity: It would be good to include notes
about the speaker in the press releases. Press
releases have attracted several visitors to the
club so we definitely want to continue providing
them to the local papers.

Colin Kindersley Shared a little more information
about his aviation life in Canada. He lives and
works about 200 miles north of Montana. Their
local chapter has a young eagle program and he
enjoys working with the kids. Kindersley RAF gy-
rocopters are built there. Colin runs an aircraft
maintenance shop — serving many agricultural
planes. In fact he services about 400 planes a
year. About 40% of the pilots are 65 or older so
he does have some concerns about the future of
general aviation and of his business. Since his
province has a lot of oil and gas reserves, he is
expecting a lot of economic growth in the area.
He runs a ground school with over 30 students
right now — he is actually working to control the
decline in general aviation. The decline seems to
be caused in part by a decline in agriculture and
a shift in population. Canada does have a rec-
reational pilot’s license so there is easy entry for
new pilots.

Our second speaker focused on some of the
great aviation museums across the country. He
recommended that everyone make it a point to
visit often and to look for museums in the areas
they travel to.

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MAC CommITTEES Nov 9, 2005

Finance, Development, and Environmental

Committee (FD&E)

This meeting began with a public hearing on the
2006—2012 Capital Improvement Program
(CIP) — assessments of environmental effects
and environmental assessment worksheet. All
the material involved MSP. Assessments for
STP, FCM, MIC, ANE, Lake Elmo, and LVN
were not prepared as the CIP for those airports
has not changed from the previous years, or the
changes have only minimal environmental ef-
fects.

MAC CommissioN Nov 21, 2005

ANE: Additional funding for Ham Lake wetland
restoration project (part of the runway exten-
sion and ILS) was approved in the consent
agenda with no additional discussion.

STP: Under the topic “Lease Actions,” a corpo-
rate tenant requested a temporary waiver of
corporate fuel flowage requirements. The MAC
has a “Corporate Self-Fueling” policy at STP
which permits corporate tenants to own and op-
erate their own aircraft fueling system provided
they pump a minimum of 100,000 gallons per
year. Due to economic slowdown and high fuel
prices many corporations have curtailed their
flying activities. Gary Schmidt told the Commis-
sioners approximately four corporate fuelers
would be impacted by a waiver. They are each
currently using about 90% of the 100,000 gallon
minimum. Commissioner Paul Rehkamp
briefed his fellow Commissioners on the history
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The September revenue and expense summary
showed MAC'’s net revenues were almost $28
million. The projection for “net unrestricted
cash” remaining at the end of 2005 is $32.6 mil-
lion. The Commissioners were all quite pleased
to see so much “black ink.” Kathleen Nelson,
the Northwest Airlines rep, requested the Com-
mission consider freezing airline rates and
charges at the 2005 level and forgo the sched-
uled increase under these circumstances.

The ANE wetland mitigation project received a
budget adjustment (increase) due to increased
permitting requirements for the Ham Lake site.

Management & Operations Committee (M&O)

There were no Reliever topics on the agenda.
