Speaking of Paul Rankin’s talk on moun-
tain flying | must mention that we have a bunch of
Pulsar pilots who always fly over the peaks. And
we are talking on sometimes only 80HP! Most
Pulsars are equipped with the popular Rotax en-
gine with horsepower range from 80HP to
100HP. We have a very nice gathering of Pul-
sars in Lawrence, KS every year around Septem-
ber and Pulsars from the California coast to
Washington D.C. come, we often hear stories of
how they fly the mountain passes to get there.
One pilot comes from the Seattle area every year
and one came from Idaho one year. So it is pos-
sible to navigate the mountains, even with a low
powered aircraft.
