
As we approach the possibility of the tow-

er at KLZU closing due to the sequestra-

tion process I thought it might be good to 

provide some reminders about non-

controlled field operations. Of course 

we’re not all going to die because there is 

no one in the tower. As pilots we are re-

sponsible for see and avoid, even when 

the tower is manned. In class “D” airspace 

ATC is only responsible for separation of 

aircraft on the ground, but you knew that 

already anyway. With the tower closed the 

airspace will revert to class “G”, as it does 

now when the tower closes at 9:00 PM 

every day, and should be handled as 

such. 

We should be ready to fly standard left 

hand patterns as we approach the field for 

landing. We anticipate having the AWOS 

available so we can decide which runway 

is appropriate prior to arriving in the air-

space. The standard method to enter the 

pattern is at a 45 degree angle to the 

downwind at midfield. You should be lis-

tening to the CTAF well ahead of time so 

you can draw a mental picture of the traffic 

as others report their positions in relation-

ship to the airport, and considering that 

there are directionally challenged pilots. 

Don’t forget to announce your position in 

the pattern either. Published pattern alti-

tude is 1039’ AGL, but don’t forget that 

you can have heavier aircraft 500’ above 

that. In case the AWOS is not operational 

you may see and/or hear folks crossing 

the field above TPA to catch a glimpse of 

the wind sock. 

Another thing to be wary of is instrument 

pilots either arriving on an instrument flight 

plan or out practicing approaches to main-

tain currency. In either case these pilots 

will be flying straight in approaches to the 

airport and should be announcing their 

positions along the way. For those instru-

ment pilots doing this please remember 

that the VFR folks do not carry approach 

plates with them and therefore do not 

know the names of points along the ap-

proach. Do not use those reporting points, 

instead call your position in terms of miles 

so others will be able to draw the picture 

of where you are. 

When preparing to depart the airport there 

are points along your taxi for conflicts to 

occur. Taxiways “D” & “F” are one way 

southbound and “E” & “G” are one way 

northbound when the tower is not in oper-

ation. Another area of conflict for some of 

us is along “T” as we taxi to or from the 

EAA ramp area. Don’t forget that “J” and 

“Z” can be used to avert any conflicts. It is 

helpful to announce your taxi intentions on 

the CTAF as you prepare to move. Don’t 

forget to position yourself to get a good 

look at the pattern as you prepare to take 

off and listen carefully for traffic. Once in 

the air the two general methods of leaving 

the airport area are either straight out or a 

45 degree departure from the crosswind 

when at pattern altitude. 

If in doubt about anything, you can always 

dig out your recent copy of the AIM (you 

do have one, right?) and read through 

Section 4 to get yourself up to date. Any-

way, safe flying to everyone!
