This will
most likely switch over to live sessions in the near future.

There has been minimal discussion with the County about our hangar lease extension for all 8 hangars.
Hopefully we will reach an agreement to either have a permanent 10 year mutually agreed upon contract
or at least an additional year Band-Aid to take us to 2022. Hanger owners will be updated as this gets
resolved.

LZU Airport News

As you may already be aware, Gwinnett County Airport is currently in the process of building a parallel
taxiway to Runway 25 on the north end of the airfield. In order to continue this work, it will be
necessary to close Taxiway Yankee, along with Taxiways Foxtrot and Golf north of Runway 7/25 (Area in
yellow will be closed). Taxiway Yankee and Taxiways Foxtrot and Golf (North of Runway 7/25) will be
closed beginning Monday, July 6, 2020.

The contractor will be removing the existing taxiway pavements and lights, installing new drainage
structures and grading the area. This is all in preparation for tying the new taxiway into the runway.

NO work will be done in the runway safety areas, so the runways will NOT be effected. Also, NO work

will be done to taxiways Delta or Echo. So, aircraft movements should not be effected by this

work. However, you will see heavy equipment working near the taxiways and the runway safety

area.
