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Memorial Day Celebration at the
Lao, Hmong and American Veterans Memorial

Following the 9a.m. Memorial Day parade on May 29, the public is invited
to Deland Park to attend the celebration at the Lao, Hmong and American
Veterans Memorial (LHAVM). The ceremony begins at 11:30 a.m. The
event will include remarks by LHAVM chairman Xia Vue Yang and
Sheboygan mayor Ryan Sorenson. The memorial celebrates the
camaraderie between the Hmong and Lao warriors during the era of the
Secret War in Laos, and their American counterparts, namely the US
Special Forces and Air America crews. A T-28 flyover by pilot Paul Walter
showcases the plane flown by Hmong pilots.

The keynote speaker of the day will be Maj. Steven Schofield, author of
"Secret War in Laos: Green Berets, CIA and the Hmong." He served as a
medic in the US Army Special Forces in Okinawa, Taiwan, Philippines and
in Vietnam, and with USAID Public Health Division in Laos. After returning
from Laos, he joined the Special Forces Army Reserve and retired as a
major in 1995 and today is an active supporter of the Lao, Hmong and
American Veterans’ Memorial. 18 new panels being added to the
Memorial will be dedicated, and the event will be rounded out by Hmong
cultural dancers.

Following the event, attendees are invited to attend the SGU luncheon at
Deland Park, and all are invited to visit the Aviation Heritage Center at the
Sheboygan County Airport where the connection between the Hmong and
Air America is showcased in detail.
