® WAYNE'S SONEX WINGS

The wings are starting to take shape! Here’s a
photo of the LH wing assembly with the
upper and lower aft wing skins fitted and
clecoed in place, and the forward skin
(leading edge) partially fit and clecoed.

If you recall the spar and rib assembly that |
had on display at the chapter meeting in my
workshop, that was a very “flexible” set up.
At that time the ribs were just clecoed to the
spar and there was a significant bow in the
spar (typical, caused by rivet expansion

during the rivet driving process). Now, with
the skins in place, the wing is very straight and rigid. | have the wing turned over (thanks to Dave Swanson
for being my “chief assistant wing flipper”) and am fitting the leading edge to the underside of the wing.
LOTS of hole drilling and clecoing!!
