Story 7: Truro Nova Scotia

In the mid 90°S I farmed and also worked for Dupont as a Relationship Marketing Specialist. A request came through Dupont
to work with a group of Dairy Farmers in Canada’s Maritime Provinces to help them incorporate No-till into their farming
operations. The stars are aligning, I’'m going to get to go to Nova Scotia and get paid! So, load up the kids and off we go!

We have covered some of this trip on the last one, so I am going to address different stuff. We flew through Ottawa ON like
last time and then through Southern Quebec to shorten the trip. Landed the second day in Truro NS.

Truro is on the Bay of Fundy (https://www.youtube.com/watch?v=qfhNjpu_[U4)
which has the highest tides in the world! 40 Tides! Pull into a harbor at low tide §
and all the boats are on there side in the mud. A couple hours later everything looks
normal. This is a picture of Chris and Mandy in front of what they call the Flower
Pots. Like this picture when the tide goes out the Flower Pots rise 40’ above the sea
floor and the trees growing on to look like a flower pot. When the alarm sounds B
you must immediately start climbing the stairs to stay ahead of the tide. St John NB #&

While visiting we drove around Nova Scotia including a couple days in Cape
Brenton to the North.

Let’s talk about food and entertainment, two great reasons to come here. Winters
are long and not too much infrastructure exists for tourists which makes it more g
interesting. Most food is served in small Irish Taverns run by fisherman’s families.
Winters are long and everyone plays an instrument even if it’s a saw or other tool. g
Menus all have lobster, PEI Mussels, and beer. For supper when you are away from
the cities the different churches have church suppers during to summer to raise
money. Lobster or cod, potato, and a piece of homemade pie! While we were here
St John NB had its Summer Festival by the Sea. Three band shells in town all
playing Irish Music with people from 8 to 80 dancing up a storm. The best way for
me to describe Irish Music is like our Bluegrass with a faster beat. St John NB was %
where we were introduced to our favorite Irish Band from New Found Land “Great i@
Big Sea.” The Fisherman’s Lament seems to apply to farming and the government
as well as fishing.

While traveling around Nova Scotia we heard a Highland Games being advertised
on the radio. My Kansas City Aunt had always told us the Harford’s came from £a¢

Scotland, so off we went to the games! The “Heavy Events” are crazy hard, but I

was curious to look up my Scottish Heritage and the booths lining the isles. At every booth they said Harford is not Scottish
it is Irish and pointed to the booth at the end of the line. Eventually we met our heritage there! Isn’t it crazy how heritage
claims so much of us? I assume my aunt was embarrassed that we were Irish and made up a heritage that fit her narrative.

FS- sounds right” “Doug- Its clear to Bangor from a couple miles out?”” Can I get a special VFR below 300” out of Truro?
Sure, you are clear out of Truro below 300’ Thank you Canadian Flight Service!

In January 2004 Deb and I took off for San Antonio.
One of the first trips we took by ourselves. We stopped to see our nephew who had just taken a job in Durant OK. I countered
our first TFR at President Bush’s Ranch, which at that time went from 5 miles to 20 miles depending on if he is there. We
flew almost directly over his ranch on the way to San Antonio. We had a very brief stop at Austin to check weather for the
Hill Country until someone said they had just put a $30 landing fee in place, so Deb and I got back in the plane and left.

In San Antonio we mostly did tourist stuff, but I remember sitting in Dirty Nellies and Howl at the Moon until we could
barely walk. Apparently, cabbies need to know where you are staying to return you! We had a cabbie that drove us around
till we found it!

From San Antonio to Carlsbad NM we encountered 80 knot headwinds, turning a 2.5-hour flight into a 4.5-hour endurance
test w/hangover!
