On the 3rd of May, Ted Brewer (VP) and myself flew down to Lamar, CO. We met up with Airport Manager Bill Thrailkill and the entire Airport board. We were greeted with open arms and it only got better from there.

The airport staff is 110% in favor of a contest. The runway, surrounding area and facilities will be ideal. The FBO operator is just super. Plenty of ramp space and hangars. We will have all the office space needed to host the event.

On site Food and Beverage - Lions Club will provide Donuts and Coffee for Breakfast, may have them prepare Breakfast Burritos. Will also provide hot lunch and cold drinks. They will be set on site with there cookers during the event.

Aircraft Maintenance - Emergency Aircraft Maintenance will be on call if we need. FBO will provide full time Maint if I ask. See how it goes. 

Emergency Services - City has a Fire Truck on the airport, I will contact the Fire Chief to arrange coverage. I will also check on Paramedics.

Airport Camping - The airport has a few sites set up for campers. Let me know if you need. I will advise the Airport Manager.

Welcome Party - For Friday night, I have been in contact with the Lamar Chamber of Commerce to host the Welcoming Party at the airport. Drinks will be provided; Soda and Beer.  They will meet this month and give me a confirmation.

Aerobatic Waiver - I have all the forms, have been in contact with the FAA. Will submit request next week. Should be an easy task.

Judges and Assistance - Bob Buckley, Ted Brewer and myself will be going to the IAC 12 meeting and giving a brief and also request assistance with scorekeeper and judges. This will be our biggest hurdle. Need bodies.

Aerobatic Box - We will be assembling a small team to set up the aerobatic box. Will be using 40 sheets 3/8 4’x 8’ plywood, painted white to lay out the box. We should be able to keep them set up to utilize for the next event. This will be a weekend task; any and all help will be appreciated. Need to locate a Wheel distance counter, If you have one, let me know.

Medals and Trophies – Norm Ballas (Sec) has volunteered to head up the creation and fund raising.  We are looking at nine medals for each flight Basic thru Unlimited. Three trophies for each category. Also have separate trophies for Highest First Time Sportsman, Highest scoring Pitts, Unlimited 4-Min, and the prestigious Mongo Makes Error Award. Bob Buckley is going to contact Aviat for the Pitts Trophy. I have contacted the Great Lakes Aircraft Company to sponsor a category. I estimate around $200.00 per Category for medals and Trophies.
